
“I AM” is a mainstream CINEMA initiative encouraged by iCOZFLIX (iCONGO’s Public Advocacy Cinema Fund) and produced by film 

Director Onir and Actor Sanjay Suri to make films with a vision. The idea is to use the medium of mainstream sensible commercial films 

to spread awareness and develop a culture of watching content-oriented cinema. 

I AM – is a film on issues and dilemmas that afflict and bruise modern society in India. It is about people with fractured lives and broken 

dreams……. yet they all dream.  The Film shows people often do not know what’s right or do the right thing….but in their vulnerability and 

brokenness is where their beauty lies. In a bid to highlight, unravel and explore these tribulations, I AM tells a tale of individuals struggling 

to find their identity, and fighting to uphold their dignity in a world that is callous, cold and unsympathetic. Shot in four different cities 

across India, I AM is an amalgamation of stories in which the protagonists share a common dream – a desire to regain their lives.

The Films have been made with a belief that independent cinema exists to give a voice to those working against the tide and outside the 

system, and a vision to release each film for educational/awareness/festival purposes and eventually compile all short films into one full 

length film which shall be released for the general audiences.

Each short film features one known actor/actress and one or more newcomers. All the films are stylized and slick, creating a buzz not just 

with their content but also because of their ensemble talent. For the first time we have raised money from the PUBLIC through a Unique 

Public Offering (UPO) where various people and organisations have invested small sums of money in return for share in revenues and for 

being featured as Co-Producers of ‘I AM’. We have raised almost 7 million+ rupees from the UPO* and now need the last 2 lakhs in the 

last mile to complete the film. 

We invite all citizens who believe in the power of media to spread awareness among the masses, to co-own I AM and participate in this 

process of film making.
